Financial Support in EECS  

In 2004-05, 7 Stocker research assistantships (fellowship) with full tuition reimbursements (averaging $17,000 per year), 20 teaching assistantships with full tuition reimbursements (averaging $10,500 per year) were awarded. Federal Work-Study, institutionally sponsored loans, scholarships/grants, and unspecified assistantships also available.
Entrance Requirements 
For doctorate, GRE, MSEE or MSCS, minimum GPA of 3.0 are required. Additional exam requirements/recommendations for international students: Required-TOEFL (minimum score 550 paper-based).
Candidate Interview

In early March 2006, Drs. Jundong Liu and David Chelberg will conduct applicant interviews on behalf of the Russ College in Xi’an and Beijing. Best qualified candidates will be recommended to fill several Stocker RA/TA/GA positions starting Fall of 2006.
